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Pastor’s Message

Christ the King Cristo Rey

Today is the Solemnity of Christ the King, the day on
which we publicly affirm Christ's sovereignty over all
creation, all society, all nations and all legal systems. He
is the Creator of All things, the Savior of mankind, so for
our own happiness, for the good and well-being of our
society, He must reign because He is King.

In nearly every page of the Gospel, we see Christ the
Lord teaching us the teaching about the Kingdom. He
begins his teaching with an exhortation to repentance "for
the kingdom of heaven has come near” (Mt 4:17). He
tells us about his Kingdom, the Kingdom that leads us to
Heaven, and therefore necessary for our salvation, for
those who are thrown out of it will fall into the fire of
hell "where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth"
(Mt 8:12). We enter this Kingdom of grace and truth by
submitting to His law, His commands, His authority. He
himself taught us to pray with the words we repeat every
day so that His Kingdom may reign on earth as it exists
in Heaven (Matthew 6:10).

Today, however, we want to celebrate not so much the
Kingdom of Christ the Lord, but the fact that He Himself
is the King, the ruler of all nations. He has all the royal
rights and privileges because He is God. Saint John
writes in his Gospel about the Word: "All things were
made through Them, and without Him nothing was made
that was made™ (Jn 1: 3). Therefore, the Savior, as the
creator of human nature, is necessarily the King of all
things and of all nations. As God, he has the right to be
obedient in every area of human life. All laws must be
subordinate to Him and with His will, all power to judge
is reserved to Him, and from Him all executive power
has its source.

And since Christ is Lord of this Kingdom, He is also
King. On the same day that he gave his life for the
subjects of his Kingdom, he replied to Pilate: "You say
that I am the king" (Jn 18:37). Christ is King because He
rules as a monarch as the only true Ruler, reigning over
all others, as the One from whom all power comes.
Moreover, Christ is King not because we accept His
reign, as is often the case in this world - His Kingdom is
not of this world, because it comes from Heaven, from
God Himself. So, it does not depend on human
acceptance, since its nature is Divine. It is rightly called
the Kingdom of Heaven because it is the Kingdom
established by God Himself for the salvation of mankind,
a Kingdom beyond which no one can be saved. And
because this kingdom comes from God Himself, it is
eternal just as He is - He also promises eternal life to all
His subjects.

Hoy es la Solemnidad de Cristo Rey, el dia en que
afirmamos publicamente la soberania de Cristo sobre toda
la creacion, toda la sociedad, todas las naciones y todos los
sistemas legales. El es el Creador de Todas las cosas, el
Salvador de la humanidad, por lo que, para nuestra propia
felicidad, para el bien y el bienestar de nuestra sociedad, El
debe reinar porque El es Rey.

En casi todas las paginas del Evangelio, vemos a Cristo el
Sefior ensefidndonos la ensefianza sobre el Reino. Comienza
su ensefianza con una exhortacion al arrepentimiento
"porque el reino de los cielos se ha acercado™ (Mt 4,17).
Nos habla de su Reino, el Reino que nos lleva al Cielo, y
por tanto necesario para nuestra salvacién, porque los que
son arrojados de él caeran en el fuego del infierno "donde
sera el llanto y el crujir de dientes" (Mt 8:12). Entramos en
este Reino de gracia y verdad sometiéndonos a Su ley, Sus
mandamientos, Su autoridad. EI mismo nos ensefi6 a orar
con las palabras que repetimos todos los dias para que Su
Reino reine en la tierra como existe en el Cielo (Mateo
6:10).

Hoy, sin embargo, queremos celebrar no tanto el Reino de
Cristo el Sefior, sino el hecho de que El mismo es el Rey, el
soberano de todas las naciones. El tiene todos los derechos
y privilegios reales porque El es Dios. San Juan escribe en
su Evangelio sobre la Palabra: "Todas las cosas por Ellos
fueron hechas, y sin El nada de lo que ha sido hecho fue
hecho” (Jn 1, 3). Por tanto, el Salvador, como creador de la
naturaleza humana, es necesariamente el Rey de todas las
cosas y de todas las naciones. Como Dios, tiene derecho a
ser obediente en todas las areas de la vida humana. Todas
las leyes deben estar subordinadas a El 'y con Su voluntad,
todo poder de juzgar esta reservado a El, y de El tiene su
fuente todo poder ejecutivo.

Y como Cristo es Sefior de este Reino, también es Rey. El
mismo dia que dio su vida por los subditos de su Reino,
respondid a Pilato: "Tu dices que yo soy el rey" (Jn 18,37).
Cristo es Rey porque El gobierna como un monarca como el
Unico Gobernante verdadero, reinando sobre todos los
demas, como Aquel de quien proviene todo poder. Ademas,
Cristo es Rey no porque aceptemos Su reinado, como suele
ser el caso en este mundo - Su Reino no es de este mundo,
porque viene del Cielo, de Dios mismo. Entonces no
depende de la aceptacién humana, ya que su naturaleza es
Divina. Con razon se le llama Reino de los Cielos porque es
el Reino establecido por Dios mismo para la salvacion de la
humanidad, un Reino mas alla del cual nadie puede
salvarse. Y debido a que este reino proviene de Dios mismo,
es eterno tal como El es: El también promete la vida eterna
a todos Sus subditos.
