Pastor’s Message

March 7, 2021
Third Sunday in Lent

Mensaje del pastor

7 de marzo de 2021

Tercer domingo de Cuaresma

Material things, worship of the Almighty dollar, that is
the religion of many today. For some, whether it is
acquiring property, or circumventing the law because of
their good fortunes, it is a grave disease of the soul. But
one does not need to covet riches to be guilty. One only
needs to be envious of the good fortunes of others. If
your neighbor pays a lower rent, don’t say to yourself
“why wasn’t I so lucky?” Instead, rejoice that for
whatever reason, they have a better deal. When Jesus saw
that in preparation for the great Jewish Feast of Passover,
the temple areas had been overtaken by those who made
money, selling necessary elements of the sacrifices for a
great profit, Jesus said they had made His Father’s
House, a den of thieves. He drove them out. What have
we done this lent to drive the thieves of our soul out.
Have we reflected on our lives? Have we attended the
Stations of the Cross to prepare us for Good Friday? Lent
is a good life example for us. Sometimes you have to
work hard, (prayer and penance), sometimes you need a
bit of anticipation to savor the result (40 days), but when
you have prepared, the positive result is yours to own
(the joy of Easter, the Resurrection and our Redemption).
Human nature is weak, remember as children, we wanted
Lent to end to eat our candy and cake again. Yet, we
were reminded by our parents, or the good sisters in
school, that we were giving something to God. Perhaps,
since even Jesus makes a point in today’s Gospel about
not trusting human nature, those that cheered Him also
followed him jeering to Calvary, we should reflect on a
personal Lent to benefit us. Should we give up cigarettes,
or use the money to give to the poor? Should we follow
the letter of the law, but behave uncharitably to our
neighborhood? When we are alone, or in the church for
Mass or services, do we actually pray, or look at our
watches? On this Third Sunday, let us look behind our
actions to make Lent a beneficial sustenance to our souls,
and not be one of the den of thieves.

Cuando Jesus, vio que, en preparacion
para la gran fiesta de Pascua judia, el drea del templo
habia sido superado por aquellos que hicieron dinero,
vendiendo elementos necesarios de los sacrificios para
obtener grandes ganancias. Jesus dijo, que habian
hecho la casa de su padre una Cueva de ladrones. El los
echo. ;Qué hemos hecho este impulso a los ladrones de
nuestra alma? ;Hemos reflexionado sobre nuestras
vidas? ;Hemos asistido a las Estaciones de la Cruz? La
Cuaresma es un buen ejemplo de vida para nosotros. A
veces necesitas un poco de anticipacion para saborear
el resultado (40 dias), pero cuando te preparas, el
resultado positivo es tuyo (la alegria de la Pascua, la
Resurreccion y nuestra redencion). La naturaleza
humana es débil, recuerda como nifios, queremos comer
nuestros dulces y pasteles de nuevo. Sin embargo,
nuestros padres o las buenas hermanas en la escuela
nos recordaron que le estabamos dando algo a Dios.
Tal vez, ya que incluso Jesus hace un punto en el
Evangelio de hoy acerca de no confiar en la naturaleza
humana, los que le animo también siguieron burlandose
de él al Calvario, debemos reflexionar sobre un
personal Cuaresma nos beneficiara. ;Deberiamos
abandonar los cigarrillos o usar el dinero para darles a
los pobres? ;Deberiamos seguir la letra de la ley, pero
comportarnos de forma no caritativa en nuestro
vecindario? Cuando estamos solos, o en la iglesia para
misa o servicios, jrealmente oramos o miramos
nuestros relojes? En este Tercer Domingo, miremos
nuestras almas, y no seamos una de las guaridas de
ladrones.
