Pastor’s Message

March 14, 2021

At this point in time, the church in its Readings
gives us a brief history lesson of the Old
Testament, and guides us forward to the promise
of Easter. We wear Old Rose vestments, so that
we lift a bit of the pain of Lent. In its history, the
church tells of the exile of the Jews, reminding
of the destruction of the temple. These are bad
times for the chosen people, they had turned
from God, and it seems that God allowed them to
be brought to the brink of destruction in penance.
Yet in the midst of this despair, the Persian King
heard the word of God. He heard not the word of
a vengeful despot, but the words of a benevolent
father, who allowed His children to repent and
rise. So Jerusalem was restored to the Jews and
temple once more was rebuilt. We then have the
Gospel tract,” God so loved the world that he
gave his only Son, so everyone who believes in
him might have eternal life.” This leads us to an
understanding of our salvation: As the Jews
prayed for the Messiah to come, Jesus the light
of the world came among us, so that we might be
saved. The events preceding Easter will be
memorialized in the next few weeks: The great
entry into Jerusalem, the institution of the Mass
on Holy Thursday, the Passion and death on
Good Friday, the anticipation of Holy Saturday,
and finally the Resurrection on Easter. We must
think of the end of the Gospel passage as our
look into the future, “Whoever lives the truth
comes to the light, so that his works may be
clearly seen as done in God.

En este momento, la iglesia en sus Lecturas nos
da una breve leccion de historia del Antiguo
Testamento y nos guia hacia la promesa de la
Pascua. Usamos vestimentas de Old Rose para
aliviar un poco el dolor de la Cuaresma. En su
historia, la iglesia habla del exilio de los judios,
recordando la destruccion del templo. Estos son
tiempos malos para el pueblo elegido, se habian
apartado de Dios, y parece que Dios permitio que
fueran llevados al borde de la destruccion en
penitencia. Sin embargo, en medio de esta
desesperacion, el rey persa escucho la palabra de
Dios. No escucho la palabra de un déspota
vengativo, sino las palabras de un padre
benévolo, que permitio que sus hijos se
arrepintieran y se levantaran. Entonces Jerusalén
fue restaurada a los judios y el templo una vez
mas fue reconstruido. Luego tenemos el tratado
del Evangelio, "Tanto amo Dios al mundo que dio
a su unico Hijo, para que todo el que crea en él
tenga la vida eterna". Esto nos lleva a entender
nuestra salvacion: Mientras los judios oraban por
la venida del Mesias, Jesus, la luz del mundo,
vino entre nosotros para que pudiéramos ser
salvos. Los acontecimientos que preceden a la
Pascua seran conmemorados en las proximas
semanas: la gran entrada a Jerusalén, la
institucion de la Misa el Jueves Santo, la Pasion y
muerte el Viernes Santo, la anticipacion del
Sabado Santo y finalmente la Resurreccion en
Pascua. Debemos pensar en el final del pasaje del
Evangelio como nuestra mirada hacia el futuro:
“El que vive la verdad viene a la luz, para que
sus obras se vean claramente como hechas en
Dios.
