The disciples in today's Gospel are confused, saddened and
ashamed at the same time. They hear about the
announcement of the betrayal of Jesus by one of them and
the imminent separation from Him. The Lord gives them
peace by saying: “I am going to prepare a place for you.
And when I go and prepare a place for you, I will come
again and take you to myself, that where I am you may also
be."

What does it mean to believe the words of Jesus? It is above
all knowing that God loves us and wants us to live in His
presence. Therefore, His love does not allow us to let into
our hearts thousands of fears that constantly torment and try
to determine our days and relationships with others. To
believe is to agree to be on the path, in constant motion,
although we would like rest and a safe life. It is to accept
Jesus and His teachings. The Gospel, the book of Jesus' life,
is to become the book of our lives. This is the book that is
the beginning. And we must return to it day after day,
because it shapes us, transforms us, renews us.

Card. J. Ratzinger points out that “adult faith does not go
with the current of fashions and novelties; adult and mature
faith is deeply rooted in friendship with Christ. This
friendship opens us to every good, giving us at the same
time the criterion for discerning truth and falsehood, for
distinguishing the wheat from the chaff. We must mature to

this adult faith, we should lead the flock of Christ towards it.

And it is precisely this faith - and only it - that creates unity,
being realized in love. Saint Paul in this context - in contrast
to the constant tossing of those who, like children, let
themselves be carried away by the waves - gives us a
beautiful word: to do the truth in love, as the basic principle
of Christian life. Truth and love meet in Christ. As we draw
closer to Christ, truth and love merge in our lives as well.
Love without truth would be blind; truth without love would
be like a clanging cymbal.

Today's world is looking for a path leading to perfection.
Man will never be able to get rid of this desire. Jesus talks
about himself in the Gospel of St. John: I am the way, the
truth and the life. The order of terms he uses is not
accidental. First we have to set off, find ourselves in a path
that makes us ready to go beyond our habits and customs, a
path that allows us to leave the "old man". Only then are we
able to open ourselves to the word of truth that leads to the
fullness of life.

Los discipulos del Evangelio de hoy estan confundidos, tristes
y avergonzados al mismo tiempo. Se enteran del anuncio de la
traicion de Jesus por parte de uno de ellos y de la inminente
separacion de El. El Seior les da paz diciéndoles: “Voy a
prepararos un lugar. Y cuando me vaya y os prepare un lugar,
vendré otra vez y os tomaré conmigo, para que donde yo esté,
vosotros también estéis".

¢ Que significa creer en las palabras de Jesus? Es sobre todo
saber que Dios nos ama y quiere que vivamos en su presencia.
Por eso, su amor no permite que dejemos entrar en nuestro
corazon miles de miedos que constantemente atormentan y
tratan de condicionar nuestros dias y relaciones con los
demas. Creer es aceptar estar en el camino, en constante
movimiento, aunque nos gustaria descansar y una vida
segura. Es aceptar a Jesus y sus ensefianzas. El Evangelio, el
libro de la vida de Jesus, debe convertirse en el libro de
nuestra vida. Este es el libro que es el comienzo. Y a el
debemos volver dia tras dia, porque nos forma, nos
transforma, nos renueva.

Card. J. Ratzinger sefiala que “la fe adulta no va con la
corriente de modas y novedades; la fe adulta y madura estd
profundamente enraizada en la amistad con Cristo. Esta
amistad nos abre a todo bien, dandonos al mismo tiempo el
criterio para discernir la verdad y la falsedad, para distinguir
el trigo de la paja. Debemos madurar a esta fe adulta,
debemos conducir hacia ella al rebario de Cristo. Y es
precisamente esta fe, y solo ella, la que crea la unidad,
realizandose en el amor. San Pablo en este contexto -en
contraste con el zarandeo constante de quienes, como nifios,
se dejan llevar por las olas- nos da una palabra hermosa:
hacer la verdad en el amor, como principio basico de la vida
cristiana. La verdad y el amor se encuentran en Cristo. A
medida que nos acercamos a Cristo, la verdad y el amor
también se fusionan en nuestras vidas. El amor sin verdad
seria ciego; la verdad sin amor seria como un cimbalo que
retifie.

El mundo de hoy esta buscando un camino que conduzca a la
perfeccion. El hombre nunca podra deshacerse de este deseo.
Jesus habla de si mismo en el Evangelio de San Juan: Yo soy
el camino, la verdad y la vida. El orden de los términos que
usa no es accidental. Primero tenemos que ponernos en
marcha, encontrarnos en un camino que nos prepare para ir
mas alld de nuestros habitos y costumbres, un camino que nos
permita salir del “viejo hombre”. Solo entonces somos
capaces de abrirnos a la palabra de verdad que conduce a la
plenitud de la vida.
